THE ORAL MADE LITERARY: THE DEEP IMPRESS OF BENGALI
FOLKLORE ON INDIAN ENGLISH LITERATURE

The rich, multi-layered tapestry of Bengali folklore—a vibrant realm of fairy tales
(rupkathas), ghost lore (bhoot-pret), animal fables (upakatha), and indigenous
mythological epics—has profoundly shaped the contours of Indian English
writing. For over a century, writers from Bengal and its global diaspora have
mined this oral treasury. By translating the rustic charm, ecological wisdom, and
magical realism of rural Bengal into the global medium of English, these authors
have done more than merely preserve fading traditions; they have elevated
localized folklore into universal metaphors for identity, displacement,
psychological depth, and human resilience.

The Colonial Pioneers: Institutionalizing the Oral Tradition

The conscious effort to translate Bengali folklore into English began during the
19th-century Bengal Renaissance, a period marked by a desire to showcase
India’s rich intellectual heritage to the West. Lal Behari Day’s (Folk-Tales of
Bengal, 1883) seminal work stands as a foundational pillar. Commissioned to
record the oral stories told by village elders, Day painstakingly translated tales of
terrifying Rakshasas (flesh-eating demons), clever Jakshas (supernatural
guardians of wealth), and the tragic, bird-shifting siblings of Sat Bhai Champa
(Seven Champak Brothers). Day proved that these oral narratives possessed a
narrative complexity that rivaled the fairy tales of the Brothers Grimm.Dinesh
Chandra Sen (The Folk-Literature of Bengal, 1920) is ased on his lectures at the
University of Calcutta, Sen provided a critical framework in English for
understanding how rural ballads, particularly those from Mymensingh (now in
Bangladesh), reflected a secular, humanistic ethos that bypassed rigid caste
structures.

The Mystic and the Philosophical: Tagore’s Baul Connections

No discussion of folklore in Indian English writing is complete without
Rabindranath Tagore. When Tagore self-translated his masterpiece Gitanjali
(Song Offerings), which won the Nobel Prize in Literature in 1913, his English
verses were deeply saturated with the philosophy of the Bauls—the wandering,
mystic folk-minstrels of rural Bengal.By adapting the Baul concept of the Moner
Manus ("The Man of the Heart"), Tagore introduced global readers to a folk-driven,
deeply personal spiritualism. His English plays, such as The King of the Dark
Chamber (Raja), borrow heavily from the structural simplicity and allegorical
depth of traditional Bengali folk theater (Jatra).

Contemporary Masters: Myth, Climate, and Ecological Lore




In contemporary Indian English fiction, Bengali folklore has evolved from a
subject of anthropological interest into a powerful literary device used to confront
modern anxieties, particularly environmental crises. Amitav Ghosh (The Hungry
Tide and Gun Island) is perhaps the most prominent modern architect of this
fusion. In The Hungry Tide (2004), the narrative revolves around the local folk
legend of Bon Bibi (the forest goddess) and her brother Shah Jongoli, who protect
the inhabitants of the tide country from man-eating tigers. Ghosh uses this
folklore not as mere decoration, but as an ancient ecological ethic that dictates
how humans and nature must co-exist. He continues this in Gun Island (2019),
tying the Bengali folk myth of Manasa Devi (the snake goddess) and the Merchant
of Gun (BondukiSadagar) to modern climate change, global migration, and
human trafficking. Nabarun Bhattacharya (KangalMalsat / War Cry of the Poor)
writings are originally written in Bengali. Yet the widespread, celebrated English
translations of Bhattacharya's works have introduced international readers to the
Fyatarus—anarchic, flying humanoids rooted in local urban folklore and dark,
subversive occult traditions.

Magical Realism, Diaspora, and Children's Literature

The influence of Bengali folklore extends prominently into fantasy, young adult
fiction, and diaspora narratives, where it serves as a psychological anchor for
characters separated from their homeland. Chitra Banerjee Divakaruni (The
Conch Bearer / The Brotherhood of the Conch Trilogy) seamlessly weaves
traditional Bengali rupkathas into high-fantasy adventure novels for young
adults. Set against the backdrop of modern India, her stories feature magical
conch shells, hidden Himalayan valleys, and mystical healers, heavily drawing
from the folkloric tropes popularized in DakshinaranjanMitraMajumdar's classic
compilation, Thakurmar Jhuli (Grandmother’s Tale). Jhumpa Lahiri (The
Namesake and Interpreter of Maladies) in herdiasporic writing, folklore functions
as a poignant symbol of cultural inheritance. In Lahiri’s works, first-generation
immigrant parents frequently recite traditional Bengali bedtime stories to their
American-born children. These fairy tales become a fragile, bittersweet bridge
connecting the children to a landscape they have never truly known.

Conclusion: A Living Literary Syncretism

Ultimately, the contribution of Bengali folklore to Indian English writing is
transformative. It has rescued English literature in India from becoming a mere
imitation of Western models. By infusing the English language with the rhythm of
the dhak (drum), the haunting whispers of the Shakchunni (female ghost in the
banyan tree), and the ecological sanctity of Bon Bibi, these writers have created a
distinct literary syncretism. They prove that folklore is not a stagnant relic of the
past, but a living, breathing worldview capable of decoding the complexities of the
modern world.
